¢ |f the grill becomes clogged, it should be cleaned (e.g. with vacuum
cleaner or brush), as otherwise the airflow will be obstructed to such
an extent that the thermal cutout will operate.

* Keep your hair away from the immediate vicinity of the air inlet open-
ing.
