The floppy diskettes are compact, lightweight, and easy to carry 
around. Here are some tips on how to take care of your diskettes:

• Always make backup copies of the diskettes that contain 
important data or program files.

• Keep diskettes away from magnetic fields and sources of heat.

• Avoid removing a diskette from a drive when the floppy drive 
activity light is on.  

• Write-protect your diskettes to prevent accidental erasure.  To do 
this, slide the write-protect tab to the write-protect position.

• When you put a label on a 3.5-inch diskette, make sure that the 
label is properly attached (flat on the surface) and within the 
labeling area (area with a slight surface depression) on the 
diskette.  An improperly attached label may cause a diskette to get 
stuck in a drive when you are inserting or removing it.

CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W drive

Your CD-ROM, DVD-ROM or CD-R/W drive is located on the front panel 
of your computer.  The CD-ROM drive allows you to play different 
types of compact discs (CDs).  The DVD-ROM drive allows you to play 
not only CD-ROM’s, CD-I discs, and video CDs, but new Digital Video 
Discs (DVDs) as well.  Meanwhile the CD-R/W drive allows you to record 
CD-R/W (Recordable and Rewritable) discs.  

CDs and DVDs, like diskettes, are compact, lightweight, and easy to 
carry around.  However, they are more delicate than diskettes and 
must be handled with extra care.
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To insert a CD/DVD into your computer’s CD-ROM/
DVD-ROM/CD-R/W drive:
1. a. Gently push the eject button located on the front panel.

b. When the disc tray slides open, pull the tray out and insert the 
CD/DVD. Make sure that the label or title side of the disc is facing 
upward. 

Caution!  Hold the CD/DVD by the edges to avoid leaving 
smudges or fingerprints.  

2. Gently press the disc down to make sure that it is properly 
inserted.

Caution!  While pressing the CD/DVD, be careful not to bend the 
disc tray.  Make sure that the CD/DVD is properly inserted before 
closing the disc tray.  Improper insertion may damage both the 
CD/DVD and the CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W drive. 

3. Gently close the tray.
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To remove/swap the CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W 
drive

Note: You can only remove/swap the CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W 
drive when the computer is turned on,  and you may need to 
enter a correct password before you can remove the CD-ROM/
DVD-ROM/CD-R/W drive.  For more information on setting, 
disabling and changing the password and swapping bay drives, 
see page 25.

Press the release buttons located on both sides of the CD-ROM/DVD-
ROM/CD-R/W drive and pull out the drive.

To take care of your CDs and DVDs:
• Keep your discs in a disk case when not in use to avoid scratches or 

other damage.  Any kind of dirt or damage can affect the data on 
the disc, impair the disc lens reader on the CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-
R/W drive, or stop the computer from successfully reading the disc.

• When handling discs, always hold them by the edges to avoid 
smudges or fingerprints.

• When cleaning discs, use a clean, dust-free cloth and wipe in a 
straight line from the center to the edge.  Do not wipe in a circular 
motion.
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• Clean your CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W drive periodically.  You may 
refer to the Cleaning Kit for instructions.  Cleaning Kits can be 
purchased in any computer or electronics shop. 

Hard disk drive

Your computer is preinstalled with a high-capacity Enhanced-IDE (E-
IDE) hard disk drive.  If you want to replace your hard disk or upgrade 
it, contact your dealer or a qualified service technician for support. 

Second hard disk drive

Your computer may come with a slim type second hard disk drive.You 
may also remove/swap the second hard disk drive with another drive, 
but you may need to enter a correct password before you can remove 
the second hard disk drive. 

Swapping your modular bay drives

You can swap drive modules in and out of the modular bay without 
turning the computer off.  The modular bays accept a variety of drive 
modules including the following:

• diskette drive

• CD-ROM drive

• DVD-ROM drive

• CD-R/W drive

• second hard disk

Besides the hot-swap capability, the computer gives added protection 
by allowing you to set a password.  If set, you need to enter the correct 
password before you can swap a device out of the modular bay.

Important:  The floppy disk,CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-R/W or 
second hard disk drive has a security lock feature which gives 
added protection and makes sure that the device is safe to remove 
before allowing it to be removed from the modular bay.
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To set, disable or change a password, follow these 
steps:
1. Click the HotIDE icon on the Windows taskbar.

2. Select Password.

3. If the password is enabled, the Input password box appears.  Enter 
the correct password.
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If the password you entered is incorrect, the password error box 
appears and then exits.

4. If the password you entered is correct or the password is not 
enabled, the password screen appears.  You have three options:

• enable the password - click Enable.

• disable the password - click Disable. 

• change the password - click Change...  The Change password 
box appears.  Enter the old password, new password twice 
(the second to confirm), and click on OK.
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To swap modular bay drives, follow these steps:
1. Click the HotIDE icon  on the Windows taskbar.

2. Select Swap devices.

3. If a password is set and enabled, a password input box appears.  
Enter the correct password.

4. The disk drive controller is disabled and unlocked then the plug-in 
device message dailog box appears. Before you run the HotIDE 
utility, you must close all programs that you are using. To do this, 
click the Continue button.

5. When the swap device message dialog box appears, pull out the 
drive and insert another drive then click on OK.
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The disk drive controller is enabled and locked.You can now use 
the new drive.

You may insert the floppy disk drive in the upper drive bay only. Refer 
to the table below for the drive bay position where you can insert your 
drive modules: 
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3  Setting up your 
computer
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This chapter contains step-by-step instructions 
on how to set up your computer.
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Arranging a comfortable work area 
Working safely begins with the arrangement of your work space and 
the proper use of equipment. For this reason, it is very important to 
take time and think about how you are going to arrange your work 
area.  

Here are some points to consider:

Adjusting your chair

Having the right kind of chair does not necessarily mean that you’ll be 
properly supported.  It is necessary to adjust your chair to fit your body.  
Proper body posture will make you more comfortable and productive. 

• Avoid tilting your chair.  If you have a chair that tilts, lock those tilt 
knobs so that your chair will not tilt forward or backward while 
you are using your computer.

• Adjust your chair’s height in such a way that you can sit on it with 
your thighs parallel to the floor and your feet resting flat on the 
floor.

• Rest your body on the chair’s back.  Your torso works harder to 
maintain balance if you do not rest your body on the chair’s back.

Positioning your Veriton FP2

Take note of the following tips when selecting a location for your 
computer:

• Do not put your computer near any equipment that might cause 
electromagnetic or radio frequency interference such as radio 
transmitters, televisions, copy machines, or heating and air-
conditioning equipment.  

• Avoid dusty areas and extremes of temperature and humidity.
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Positioning your keyboard

The location of the keyboard is a very important factor to your 
posture. Placing it too far away will make your body lean forward 
forcing you to sit in an unnatural position.  Placing it too high will add 
tension to your shoulder muscles.  

• The keyboard has a palm rest that gives comfortable support for 
your hands when you use the computer. Attach the palm rest by 
aligning the hinges of the palm rest to the holes located under the 
keyboard.

• The keyboard should be placed just above your lap. Adjust the 
keyboard height by flipping the folding stands located under the 
keyboard.

• Keep your lower arms parallel to the floor as you type.Your upper 
arms and shoulders should be relaxed. Then try typing with a light 
touch.  If you feel any shoulder or neck strain, stop for a while and 
check your posture.

• Position your keyboard in front of your monitor.  Putting your 
keyboard beside your monitor will make you turn your head while 
you type which could add tension to your neck muscles that may 
later result in neck strain. 

Positioning your mouse
• The mouse should be placed on the same surface as your keyboard 

so that you can reach it with ease.

• Adjust its position to allow enough space for movement without 
making you stretch or lean over.

• Use your arm to move the mouse.  Do not rest your wrist on the 
table when moving the mouse.
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Connecting peripherals
Setting up your computer is easy.  For the most part, you only have to 
connect the power cable, USB keyboard and mouse. 

Power cable

Caution!  Before you proceed, check the voltage range in your 
area.  Make sure that it matches your computer’s voltage setting 
(see the voltage setting switch located on the rear panel of your 
computer).  If they don’t match, change your computer’s voltage 
setting according to your area’s voltage range.

Plug the power cable into the power cable socket located on the rear 
panel of your computer.  Then plug the other end of the power cable 
into a power outlet.
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USB devices

Universal Serial Bus (USB) is a newer serial bus design that is capable of 
cascading low-/medium-speed peripherals (less than 12 Mbps) such as a 
keyboard, mouse, joystick, scanner, digital camera, printer and modem.  
With USB, complex cable connections can be eliminated.  

Your computer comes with four USB ports:  two each on the front 
panel and left panel.  These ports allow you to connect additional 
serial devices to your computer without using up its system resources.  
To connect a USB keyboard or mouse, simply plug the device cable into 
any of the USB ports   (black ports).  

Note:  Some USB devices have a built-in USB port which allows 
you to daisy-chain other devices.
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Turning on your computer
After connecting the necessary peripherals and plugging in the power 
cable, you are now ready to turn the computer on and get to work.

To turn on your computer:

Press the power button located on the front panel of your computer,

Important:  Make sure that the power cable is properly plugged 
into an electrical outlet.  If you are using a power strip or an AVR 
(Auto-Voltage Regulator), make sure that it is plugged in and 
turned on.

�
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If your LCD monitor does not work when your computer is turned on, 
locate and turn on the switch under your LCD monitor.  The switch is 
on by default when the LCD monitor is shipped from the factory.  

�
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Adjusting the LCD monitor

The control panel located on the front of your LCD monitor allows you 
to enter and adjust the brightness setting of the LCD monitor. 

The two keys in the control panel which allow you to adjust the 
brightness setting of your LCD monitor are the following:

Turning off your computer
To turn off your computer, do either of the following:

• From your Windows desktop, click on Start, Shut Down... and 
select Shut down; then click on OK.

• Turn off all peripherals connected to your computer, and then, 
press the power button for at least four seconds.  Quickly pressing 
the button may put the computer in Suspend mode only.
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Aside from the mouse and keyboard, you can 
also connect additional peripherals to your 
computer.  This chapter will tell you how to 
connect additional peripherals and what to do 
if you want to upgrade your computer.
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Removing the cable guise
You may need to remove the cable guise before you can connect 
additional peripherals to your computer; otherwise, you won’t be able 
to access the ports.

To remove the cable guise:
1. Press the release latch located on top of the cable guise.

2. Pull out the cable guise.
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To reinstall the cable guise:
1. Align the cable guise’s hinges to the housing frame and then 

gently push it in to snap it back into place.

Note:  When reinstalling the cable guise, arrange all the 
peripheral cables so that they run through the hole provided on 
the lower part of the cable guise. 
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Connecting multimedia devices
You can connect multimedia devices such as a microphone, 
headphones, earphones or external speakers. These devices will allow 
you to take advantage of your computer’s multimedia features.

Plug the devices in as follows: 

• microphone:  connect to the Microphone-in jack   (pink port) 
located on the front panel of your computer.

• earphones, headphones:  connect to the Headphone-out jack  

(orange port) located on the front panel of your computer.

Important:  When headphones or earphones are connected,  the 
internal and external speakers will be disabled.
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Note:  To adjust the volume of the headphones, turn the Volume 
control/Mute knob located on the keyboard or click on the 
Volume  Icon located on the taskbar at the bottom of your screen. 
When the volume control pops up, drag the volume control lever 
to the desired level.

• external speakers:  connect to the Audio-out/Line out jack  

(lime port) located on the left panel of your computer.
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Note:  For information on how to configure the multimedia 
devices,  consult the documentation that came with each device.

• external CD player:  connect to the Audio-in/Line-in jack (light 
blue port) located on the left panel of your computer.

• other audio line-out devices:  connect to the Line-out port (lime 
port) located on the left panel of your computer.
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Connecting to the network
You can connect your computer to a Local Area Network (LAN) using a 
network cable.  To do so, simply plug the network cable into the 
network port   on the left panel of your computer.  

Note:  Consult your operating system manual for information on 
how to configure your network setup.
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Connecting USB joystick and digital 
camera
To connect a USB joystick or digital camera, simply plug the device 
cable into any of the USB ports   (black ports).  

Note:  Some USB devices have a built-in USB port which allows 
you to daisy-chain other devices.
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Connecting a serial mouse
You can also connect a serial mouse to your computer.  To connect one, 
simply plug the mouse cable into the serial port  (teal or turquoise 
port) located on the left panel of your computer.

To enable the serial mouse, use the Add New Hardware tool in the 
Windows Control Panel.  Refer to your Windows manual for more 
information.
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Connecting a parallel printer
Your computer supports both parallel and serial printers.  

To connect a parallel printer, plug the printer cable into the parallel 

port  (burgundy port) located on the left panel of your computer.

To connect a serial printer, plug the printer cable into the serial port 
 (teal or turquoise port) located on the left panel of your 

computer.  See  “Left panel” on page 14 for the location of the serial 
port.
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Connecting an external monitor 
Your computer supports both CRT and LCD display.  To connect an 
external CRT monitor, simply plug the monitor cable into the CRT 
monitor port  (blue port) located on the left panel of your 

computer.  

Note:  Refer to the monitor manual for additonal instructions and 
information.

Note:  The CRT monitor port is automatically disabled when an 
add-on VGA card is installed into the system. Connect the monitor 
to the VGA port instead. 
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Setting up a modem (optional)

Set up your modem connection by plugging the telephone line  and 
handset  into their corresponding ports on the left panel of your 
computer.  

Refer to the figure below for the connections.  
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Upgrading your computer
Certain aspects of your computer are upgradable such as the CPU, 
memory, graphic cards and hard disk.  However, for safety purposes, 
we do not recommend that you perform these upgrades yourself.  
Please contact your dealer if you wish to upgrade your computer or 
replace components.
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This chapter describes the software 
applications that came with your computer.
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Your computer comes with the following applications:

• PC-cillin 2000

• PC Doctor

• LDCM

• NTI CD-Maker 2000

• PowerDVD

All of the applications that came with your computer are very easy to 
use.  However, if you need more help and information, you may refer 
to the online help documentation provided in each application.
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PC-cillin 2000
PC-cillin is an antivirus program designed to scan and clean computer 
viruses from your computer’s hard drive and floppy drive.   To ensure 
the integrity of your computer data, you should scan your hard drive 
on a regular basis.  Fixes for newly-discovered viruses may not be 
included in the software provided with your computer.  You may 
contact your software vendor or Trend Micro’s Web site 
(www.trendmicro.com) for updates. 

To run PC-cillin:

1. Select the PC-cillin icon from your Windows desktop.

2. Select the drives, directory, or files you want to scan.

3. Select the scan option to begin the virus check.  If PC-cillin finds 
any infected files, it will list several options for you to follow.
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PC-Doctor
PC-Doctor contains comprehensive hardware diagnostics and system 
information tests that you can run to verify the functionality of your 
computer’s hardware components.  Components can be tested 
individually or together according to your preferences.  If you suspect 
that you may have a hardware component failure, you will need to run 
this program prior to contacting your manufacturer for technical 
support.

You may also use this utility to check and obtain detailed information 
about your computer.  This information will serve as reference and may  
help diagnose system problems.   

To run PC-Doctor, do either of the following:

• If you are running Windows:

a. Select the PC-Doctor icon from your Windows desktop.

b. Follow the directions on the screen.

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LDCM
LANDesk Client Manager (LDCM) allows desktop management via the 
Web, standard network, or dial-up connections.  It is compatible with 
the leading management specifications, such as Wired for 
Management 2.0, Desktop Management Interface (DMI) v2.0, and 
others.

The basic features of the LDCM are as follows:

1. System Information - helps locate available computers in your 
network and collects general computer information like operating 
system, protocols, addresses, etc.  

2. Configuration Information - shows the configuration of each 
device (i.e., BIOS, I/O ports, hard disks, network interface cards, 
etc.) installed in each computer in a network.  

3. Fault Management - checks the computers for hardware errors 
and observes whether or not a certain device has exceeded its 
threshold value.  If so, the program notifies the system 
administrator or shuts down the computer to protect it from 
further damage.

LDCM may not be preloaded on your computer.  In such a case, you will 
need to install it.

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This chapter tells you what to do in case your 
computer is not working properly.  However, if 
a more serious problem arises, contact your 
dealer or the technical support center for 
assistance.
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The following questions are possible situations that may arise during 
the use of your computer and each is followed by easy answers and 
solutions to the situation.

Q:  I pressed the power button but the system did not boot up.

A:  Check the LED located below the power button.  

If the LED is not lit, no power is being applied to the system.  Do any of 
the following:

• Check if you plugged the power cable properly into an electrical 
outlet.

• Check if the switch under the LCD monitor of your computer is 
switched to “ON” (1).  See page 37 for the location of the switch 
on your LCD monitor.

• If you are using a power strip or AVR, make sure that it is plugged 
in and turned on.

If the LED is lit, check the following:

• Is a nonbootable (nonsystem) diskette in the floppy drive?  If yes, 
remove or replace it with a system diskette and press Ctrl + Alt + 
Del to restart your computer.

• The operating system files may be damaged or missing.  Insert the 
startup disk you created during Windows setup into the floppy 
disk drive and press Ctrl + Alt + Del  to restart your computer.  
This will automatically diagnose your system and make necessary 
fixes. However, if the diagnostic utility still reports a problem, then 
you may have to insert the Recovery CD that came with your 
system to restore it to its original factory default settings.

Caution!  If you use the Recovery CD all files previously saved to 
your computer will be lost.

Q:  Nothing appears on the screen.

A:  Your computer’s power management function automatically blanks 
the screen to save power.  Press any key to turn the display back on.

If pressing a key does not work, you can restart your computer. If 
restarting your computer does not work, contact your dealer or the 
technical support center for support.
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Q:  The printer does not work.

A:  Do the following:

• Make sure that the printer is connected to a power outlet and that 
it is turned on.

• Make sure that the printer cable is connected securely to the 
system’s parallel port and the corresponding port on the printer.  
See “Connecting a parallel printer” on page 49 for information on 
how to connect the printer to your computer.

• For additional information concerning the printer, refer to the 
printer’s documentation.

Q:  No sound comes out from the computer.

A:  Check the following:

• The volume may be muted.  Under Windows, look for the volume 
control icon on the taskbar.  If it is crossed-out, click on the icon 
and deselect the Mute option.

• If headphones, earphones, or external speakers are connected to 
the line-out port of your computer, the internal or built-in 
speakers are automatically turned off.

Q:  System cannot read diskette, hard disk, and/or CD/DVD 
information.

A:  Check the following:

• Make sure that you are using the correct type of disc or diskettes.  
See “Disk drives” on page 20.

• Check if the diskette is formatted correctly.  If not, format it again.

• Make sure the diskette or CD/DVD is inserted into the drive 
correctly.

• Check if the CD/DVD is clean and not scratched.

• Check your drive by using a good (i.e., undamaged) diskette or a 
good CD/DVD.  If your floppy disk drive or CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/CD-
R/W drive can not read the information on the good diskette or 
CD/DVD, there may be a problem with the drive.  Contact your 
dealer or technical support center for help.
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Q:  System cannot write diskette and/or hard disk information.

A:  Check the following:

• Make sure the diskette or hard disk is not write-protected.  See 
“Disk drives” on page 20.  

• Make sure that you are using the correct type of disc or diskette.  
See “Disk drives” on page 20. 

• Check if the diskette is formatted correctly.  If not, format it again.

Q:  Cannot eject the CD/DVD/CD-R/W tray.

A:  There is a mechanical eject button on the CD-ROM, DVD-ROM or 
CD-R/W drive.  Simply insert the tip of a pen or paperclip and push the 
eject button.

Q:  Cannot find LCD monitor on the Windows 2000 or Windows Me 
display properties dialog box.

A:  You need to update the Windows 2000 or Windows Me setup 
information for your Acer Veriton 15” LCD monitor.You can download 
the updated file from the Acer Web site at http://www.acer.com/ .

Q:  Characters look too dark or too light.

A:  You can adjust the brightness setting on the LCD Monitor. See 
“Adjusting the LCD Monitor” on page 37. 

Q:  Audio sound is too low.

A:  Check the following:

• The volume level may be too low. Under Windows, look for the 
volume control icon on the taskbar. Adjust the volume lever to the 
desired level.

• If you are using two drives (CD-ROM and DVD-ROM, DVD-ROM 
and CD-R/W or CD-ROM and CD-R/W) at the same time and the 
sound is too low, check if the Optical Device (CD-ROM, DVD-ROM 
or CD-R/W) Digital CD-audio property is enabled.  To do so, follow 
these steps:
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1 Click Start, point to Settings and select Control Panel.

2 Double-click System and choose the Hardware tab.

3 Click on the DVD/CD-ROM drives and double-click the optical 
device.

4 Choose the Properties tab and click on Digital CD Playback.

5 Click Enable digital CD audio for this CD-ROM device.
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
